The decrease in lightning deaths can be largely attributed to increased 
awareness of the dangers of lightning, better lightning safety policies 
and guidelines, and better medical attention for lightning victims.

Studies from Asia, Africa and South America show that the level of 
lightning deaths, injuries and property losses remains unacceptably 
high. Devastating losses have prompted the Centre for Science and 
Technology of the Non-Aligned & Other Developing Countries to 
declare June 28, 2020 “International Lightning Safety Day.”
